What does this mean?

· The Certified Local Government (CLG) program was enacted as part of the National Historic Preservation Act Amendments of 1980.

· The program links three levels of government-federal, state and local-into a preservation partnership for the identification, evaluation and protection of historic properties.

· Designation as a certified local government makes historic preservation a public policy through passage of a historic preservation ordinance
Florida's Certified Local Governments are eligible to apply for special matching grants from the Bureau of Historic Preservation to assist their preservation programs. Funding is available for projects such as:

· Surveys to identify and evaluate significant historic properties;

· Nominations to the National Register of Historic Places;

· Preservation education materials such as booklets, brochures, slide or video programs; and

· Local historic preservation plans.
